“I was hooked the first time I tuned in to 

KEXP and heard Cheryl playing ‘Elevator 

Love Letter’ by Stars,” recalls Cleveland 

donor Sarah Otto.

“overwhelmed” by the warmth shown by 

volunteers and staff.
